A comparative study was conducted to identily the factors atfecting the
utilization of drug cooperatives among high and Tos utilizauon drug cooperatives
m villages in Kampang, Scan district of Nakorn Pathom provinee. Fuctors tor the
study  were  socio-demographic  statvs,  membership o drug cooperalives,
knowledee and attitude towards drug cooperatives. avarlability and aceessibility
in drug cooperatives, health tacilities and customer-provider relationship. A cross
scetional survey was conducted at two villages. Rangemau and Aoukrating. ol
Kampang Scun district. A standard interview questtonnaire was used lor dala
collection. By simple random method. 100 respondents (3G trom cach village)
were selected as the study sample and the two villuges were selected purposively,

For data analysis, the deseriptive statistical anadysis was used 1o
determine the frequency and percentage of variables. The rescarcher used Chi-
square ot Fisher's exact test and odds ratio regarding association and elfect. The o
significant level was set at 0.05. The result of the study showed that utilization of
drug cooperatives was 57.7% in the high utilization village and 20.83% in the low
utilization village. For comparison between the two aillages € or 7 test was
conducted. This study found 1hat the two villages had significant dificrence in
availability and accessibility of other health Tacilities (distance, travel time 1o
tambon health center and community hospitaly, interpersonal relattonship with
village health volunteers (VHV ). drag avaitability in drug cooperatives (p- valuw
<0.05.). This study found signilicant association between membership o drug
cooperatives, interpersonal relationship with VY { p value ~0.05) The other
lactors (age. sex. income, occupation. knowledge & attitude) had no significant
association with drug cooperative utilization. To improve the utilization ol drug
cooperatives, the nomber of sharcholders of drug cooperatives and the variety of
drug items should be increased. as should the skill of VHYV (o make them
conlident and active to develop interpersonal relationship with villagers.
