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The purpose of this survey research was to study and compare the graduate
students’ opinions on the environment of Prince of Songkla University, Pattani Campus. The
population was 530 graduate students in the academic year of 2008. The research tool was a
questionnaire with 5 rating scales and with 0.97 reliable values. The data was analyzed by using
frequency, percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The research findings were as follows:

1) the graduate students had opinions on the environment of Prince of Songkla
University at moderate level.

2) the graduate students had expectation on the environment of Prince of
Songkla University at the highest level.

3) There was no significantly difference of opinions among different variables
except by sex. Students with different sexes have different opinions on expected condiﬁon of

environment with .05 significant level.
