This research aimed to 1) compare proficiency in English listening and
~ speaking skills of the freshmen of the Faculty of Science and Technology
before and after attending the curriculum 2) compare attitude, rhotivation and
confidence in stﬁdying English listening and speaking skills of the freshmen of
the Faculty of Science and Technology before and after attending the
curriculum 3) study behaviors in language usage of the freshmen of the Faculty
of Science and Technology while attending the curriculum 4) study attitude of
the students toward the intensive English teaching of listening and speaking
skills cufriculﬁm and 5) study efficiency in applying the curriculum knowledge
in 417-201 Scientific English I course. The research sampléé were 33
freshmen whose 417-101 (English I) grades were D+ and the lower. They
belonged to the Faculty of Science and Technology, Prince of Songkla

University, Pattani Campus in the second semester of academic year 2005.

The data collection instruments included 1) pre and post tests on
listening and speaking skills 2) pre questionnaires on the students’ opinion,
attitude, motivation and confidence in listening and speaking skills 3) lists of
pre and post interviewed questions for the students’ opinion, attitude,
motivation and confidence in listening and speaking skills 4) form of behavior
observation in language usage while attending the curriculum 5) evaluation
form of the intensive English teaching of listening and speaking skills
curriculum and 6) form of behavior observation in language usage in studying
417-201 Scientific English I. Mean, Standard Deviation, Dependent Samples

T-test, Percentage and Summary from collected data were employed for data

analysis.

The findings were as followed.

1) The students’ proficiency in English listening and speaking skills was
higher after attending the curriculum at a significant level of .001.

2) The students showed better attitude, motivation and confidence in

studying English listening and speaking skills after attending the curriculum.
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3) The students’ behaviors in language usage while attendiﬂg the
curriculum in terms of proficiency level in listening and speaking skills was
generally in a good level with 76.69 average point, while class participation
observation showed that the students were active and happy in doing activities
within a 3-hour class daily.

4) The students’ positive attitude toward the intensive English teaching
of listening and speaking skills curriculum was at high level.

5) The students’ behaviors in language usage in 417-201 Scientific
English I course in terms of proficiency level in listening and speaking skills
was generally in a good level with 70.6 average point, while class participation

observation showed that the students were confident and active.
