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The purposes of this research were 1) to construct and develop the teacher professional experience evaluative inventory
to be used with senior student teacher who studied Bachelor of Education Program in teacher education institution under the Office
o the Commission for Higher Education. 2) Information from many sources of evaluation were designed. 3) to verify the quality of the
inventoty hy content validity and reliability. 4) to construct the manual of the teacher professional experience evaluative inventory.
The sample consisted of 78 classtoom co-operating teachers, 78 supervisors, 78 school administrators, 78 student teachers and 1,660
students who were taugh by student teacher. The inventory was constructed, tried-out, then used to collect data for quality
confirmation by content validity, internal consistency reliability and inter-rater reliability.

The results of this research showed that the teacher professional experience evaluative inventory for student teachers
consisted of 5 subtest with 9 components. Subtest 1 the instructional behavior evaluative inventory with 7 components ; planning and
preparation for student leamning experience, learning activity based on student centered concept, process of using instructional
media, leaming motivation and reinforcement, classroom environment, communicetion and thinking process promotion, student
cvaiuation. Subtest 2 the teacher qualification and general behavior evaluative inventory. Subtest 3 the research skills in learning
development evaluative iuvenioty. Subtest 4 the teacher qualification and general behavior evaluative inventory (students’ rating).
Subtcst 5 the research skills in learning development (students’ rating).

The qualities of the teacher professional experience evaluative inventory for student teacher weie reported as follows ;

1. According to the expert judgement, the teacher professional experience evaluative inventory for student teachers was
considered to have content validity

2. The intemal consistency reliability coefficients were analized by subtests, each subtest was anslized to fird the
teliability coefficient of each sample group. The maximum and minimum coefficient of each subtest weare presented as follows ;
2.1) the reliability of behavior instructional evaluative inventory, the miximum reliability (0.95) was obtained from the dlassroom
co-operating teacher and the minimum relisbility (0.89) was obtained from the student teachers’s self-evaluations. 2.2) the reliability of
the teacher qualification and general behavior evaluative inventory, the miximum reliability (0.91) was obtained from the classroom
co-operating teacher and the minimum reliability (0.83} was obtained from the student teacheis's self-evaluations. 2.3) the reliability of
the research skills in leaming development evaluative inventory, the miximum reliability (0.83) was obtained from the classroom
co-cperating teacher and the minimum reliability (G.77) was obtained from the school administrators. 2.4) the reliability of the
instructional behavior evaluative irventory which rated by students was 0.92. 2.5) the reliability of the teacher qualification and
general behavior evaluative inventory whici. rated by students was 0.84.

3. The inter-rater reliabilities of each subtest were presented as follows ; 3.1) the instructional benavior evaluative
inventory = 0.82. 3.2) the teacher qualification and general behavior evaluative inventory = 0.71. 3.3) the research skills in learning

development evaluative inventory = 0.68.
