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KANYA KONGKANOND: THE EFFECT OF READING EXERCISES ON
READING ABILITY OF THE LOW ACHIEVEMENT PUPILS

The purposes of this research were to construct reading exercises
appropriate to primary with low reading achievement, and to study reading
ability of the primary one pupils after using the constructed reading exercises.
. The sample was 15 primary one pupils with low reading achievement. Research
instruments were placement reading test, pre-and —post reading tests, and reading
exercises. The data were analyzed through the mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The major finding was as follows:

The post-test mean score was higher than the pre-test mean score
significantly at 0.01. It demonstrated that the pupils had improved their reading

ability.
