Abstract

The objectives of this research were (1)to study the current state of the strategic
management of secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission, (2) to
develop a strategic management model for the secondary schools under the Office of the Basic
Education Commission, and (3) to examine the appropriateness and the feasibility of the strategic
management model of the secondary schools. This research consisted of 3 phases: Phase 1: study
the current state of the strategic management of the secondary schools through analyzing relevant
documents and research. The analyzed data were used to construct a structured interview to collect
data from 6 purposively selected administrators of the secondary schools. Then the interviewed data
were concluded and used to draft a strategic management model for the secondary schools; Phase
2: develop the strategic management model from the draft prepared in Phase 1 by doing a focus
group of 9 purposively selected experts. Then the researches used the analyzed and synthesized
data from the focus group to construct the strategic management model; Phase 3: examine the
appropriateness and the feasibility of the strategic management model by 318 stratified randomly
selected samples of secondary school administrators under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office. The research instrument was a questionnaire which had I0C scores between .80-1.00 and

reliability of 0.857. The statistics used for data analysis were mean and standard deviation.
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The research findings were as follows:

1. The current state of the strategic management of the secondary schools under the Office
of the Basic Education Commission had a 4-step process. This process consisted of the following
steps:

Step 1: Analysis of School Environment by all school personnel participation in SWOT analysis and
review of school missions and authority to be suitable for and in accordance with the future school
environment.

Step 2: Strategy Formulation dealing with clear vision, missions, and goals. School teachers and
personnel involved in determining strategies that covered all levels of school planning.

Step 3: Strategy Implementation determining a clear procedure of and a person responsible for
putting school strategies into practice, prepare a work calendar and perform according to the
specified strategic plan.

Step 4: Strategy Control and Evaluation concerning follow-up operations, evaluation according to
the indicators, appointment of strategic evaluation committee, development of strategic evaluation

tools, school operation reports to stakeholders, and improvement of school strategies.

2. The development of a strategic management model for the secondary schools under the
Office of Basic Education Commission consisted of 4 components as follows: (1) analysis of school
environment, (2) strategy formulation (3) strategy implementation, and (4) control and evaluation of

school strategies.

3. The overall examination result of the appropriateness of the strategic management model
of the secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission was at a high level

(X=4.44, 5.D.=0.31) and the feasibility of the model was at a high level (X=4.41, S.D.=0.29).
