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This survey research aimed to study the problems of using the local wisdom in the
teaching process organized by Social Science teachers in Chiang Mai Educational Service Area
Region 5, the causes of the problems and the concept of solving the problems previously
mentioned. The research population was 45 Social Science teachers from 24 schools situated in
Chiang Mai Educational Service Area Region 5. These schools were Doi Tao Community School,
Baan Yang Peang School, Baan Hoay Mai Hok School, Baan Na Kian School, Baan Mea Tuen
Wittayacom School, Baan Thong School, Baan Thung Pong School, Baan Thean Ang School,
Baan Wung Lung School, Baan Pha Tan School, Baan Dong Dom School, Baan Na Foon School,
Baan Luang Thoa School, baan tha Kam Community School, Om-Koi Witthayakhom School,
Hod Phitthayakhom School, Doi Tao Witthayakhom School, Baan Wouang School, Baan Then
Som pan School, Baan Aan Mai School, Baan Jud son School, Baan Pong Tong School, Baan
Tan Noua School, The Sampling group consisted of 24 Social Science teachers of whom one was
singled out from each school. The research instruments for collecting datas were questionnaire
and interview froms. The datas were analyzed by using percentage, mean and standard deviation

by using SPSS program.



Research findings are as the followings: 2 4 9 ﬂ 57
1. The problems of using the local wisdom in the teaching process organized by
Social Science teachers in Chiang Mai’s ESA Region 5, it was found that

1.1 Social Science teachers 64.44% was female; 55.56% of them had the
teaching experience between 5-10 years; 51.11% of them was Grade 9 teachers

1.2 Policy problem, The most policy problems are these schools do not have
enough teaching materials. Then the schools do not spend money on local wisdom teaching.
The least problem found was planning to bring local wisdom into school curriculum.

1.3 Teaching problems, Primary teaching is adapting knowledge from wisdom
subjects for example invite local instructor or taking student on fieldtrip are hard to arrange time.
Secondary teaching problem is lack of supporting from each school. The least problem was the
cooperation for the implementation from community learning network.

2. Causes of the problems of local wisdom implementation applied by Social Science
teachers were:

2.1 School executives did not sufficiently value the teaching of the local wisdom
subject in schools.

2.2 Schools and ESA Regional Office did not support them with sufficient budget
to organize the teaching activities related to the teaching of local wisdom subject.

2.3 Schools failed to coordinate local wisdom experts in their communities thus
led to lacking opportunities to impart the knowledge to the students.

2.4 Schools lacked the plan and the administration of the implementation of the
local wisdom to be integrated with other academic subjects; however, the themes were designated
and the teachers had to arranged the topics and the activities in teaching the local wisdom
subject by themselves.

2.3 The implementation of the local wisdom was not widespread due to the fact
that only the teachers being responsible for local wisdom related subjects were interested in the

application of the local wisdom to the classroom:s.
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3. Solutions to problems of the implementation of the local wisdom in the classrooms
of Social Science teachers in Chiang Mai ESA Region 5 are as follows:

3.1 School executives and involving staff in SEA Region 5 office are suggested to
give priority and budget grant to sufficiently hire local wisdom experts and support those experts
per diem or travel allowance when they are coordinated and invited to impart the knowledge in
local wisdom related asses.

3.2 School executives should specially allocate a ‘Local Wisdom Room’ so the
students can constantly leamn about the local expertise, not restricted to students only during their
local wisdom related class periods.

3.3 School executives need to appoint not only the Social Science teachers to be
the implementers but also every other teachers to value and participate in local wisdom classes.

3.4 School executives should establish a policy to implant awareness to conserve
the local wisdom to teachers and students who should take it as their duty to practice and adhere
to the local wisdom.

3.5 School executives and ESA office should cooperate in order to organize
activities concerning the local wisdom within their own educational service area, and request
those schools to demonstrate their local wisdom in the form of a learning center.

3.6 School executives should grant additional budget to take students on external
cducational trips so they can learn in  real places, and their overview vision on local wisdom

becomes much clearer.
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
