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Abstract

This research was intended to study the ethics in daily life of Thai Buddhist in
Three Southern Border Provinces from the local wisdom, and to study the ethic values
including the promotion for ethic development. The samples in the study were the experts in
thirty communities in three provinces; Pattani, Yala and Narathiwas. The data collecting
was focus group interview and questionnaire.

The analysis of data was the content analysis and arithmetic means, standard
deviation for each item. The seminar for brain storming was using for the conclusions. The
results were as in the followings:

1. The ethics in daily life of Thai Buddhlist were three levels in practices; 1) Basic
level ethics which composed of five practices; do not kill the others, do not steal, do not
misconduct, do not tell a lie , and do not drink alcohol, 2) Medium level ethics which
composed of mind acting, ph);sical acting, and speech acting, 3) High level ethics which
composed of Right Understanding, Right Thought, Right Speech, Right Action, Right
Livelihood, Right Effort, Right Mindfulness and Right Concentration. These ethics were
from the practice in Buddhist religious which were transferred by parents, teacher, and
monks. The purposive principles were to be good characteristics, to live with happiness in
daily life.

2. The ethic values were the effecting to himself or herself and to social 1) For self,
he or she will be good in manners and well behaviors 2) For social as in family, society and

country, people will live with happiness together.
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3. The promotion development in ethic for daily life of Buddhist in three southern
border provinces should play roles from parents, teachers, monks. community leaders and
the administrators. They should support the activities for motivation and be a good model in

the communities to be peaceful in our societies and the world.
