There were four kinds of present media used in Pattani which were VDO tapes,
flipcharts, posters and folded sheets. They informed much about anteneial care but less
about Iron deficiency anemia during pregnant. It was found that the tar yet population
had not much knowledge in Iron deficiency anemia during pregnancy. Hence, four
types of media which were cassette tapes, VDO tape, posters, and printed matters were
developed to provide more information on that. All pieces of media were tested. The
results showed that three pieces of media which were poster on antenatal care, one
printed matter for self recording iron taking, and tape cassettes had to be modified.
The acceptability test for the media showed that all media were accepted by the target

groups at the level of moderate to the most degree.
