This research entitled of Development of Educational Management Model in
Doctoral Degree Level in the Field of Humanity and Social Sciences had 4 objectives.
Questionnaire and in-depth interview were used to collect data: Questionnaires were
administered to collect data from teachers and administrators who teach Ph.D. courses
while in-depth interview was done through those who are Ph.D. program administrators.
Findings are as follows:

The philosophies and objectives of Ph.D. programs before 1990 were most
emphasized on research, while critical thinking, and integration of international and
national contexts were less emphasized. Contrasting with the philosophies of Ph.D.
program after 1990 which- emphasized on research, new knowledge development,
integration of international and national contexts respectively. The objectives of Ph.D.
programs before 1990 were mostly emphasized on the characteristic of high theory and
practice, high research capability, organization leaders, ~specific knowledge, and to be
scholars with higher academic quality than numbers of stfudents. Where as the present
objectives of Ph.D. programs are still the same. Except tl{ose some universities that would
emphasize on more quantity than on quality.

Thai Ph.D. programs in the early years were based on fulltime with own self
criteria up until 1984, when the Ministry of University Affairs set up standard criteria
which was later up-dated in 1990. The main new concepts are to introduce two models of
Ph.D. programs, the first model is research-oriented and the second one is ;esearch + some
course work. They are currently administered both on regular (weekdays) and special
(weekends) classes.

Factors and conditions leading to Ph.D. successful before 1990 were included with
instructors who were well preparations, paying attentions to students, providing with
learning supplementary, while learners had sufficient academic background, some of them
were co-author with teachers, as well as assistantships which building up research

competences. More than 90 of students graduated Bachelor and/or Masters degrees from
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the same universities which make great teacher-students relationships. Students devoted
themselves to searching, and traveled to study or to be co-research with foreign students in
foreign universities. Whereas the successful Ph.D. programs at present are including with
standard criteria, enough and innovative learning aids, technologies, networks among
aniversities. There are also sufficient teachers and outside experts, research laboratories,
inter-university co-operations. However, some instructors are worrying and demanding to
voice for revisitation of the conferring “low qualified Ph.D.” due to greater numbers of
universities operating Ph.D. programs with too many students in each class who are poor
quality on critical thinking and research capabilities. Most of students attend the programs
emphasizing on receiving degrees only.

Proposed recommendation Ph.D. program models for Faculty of Education, the
new concept of Ph.D. programs should be interdisciplinary with various visions. Two
principles are recommended as follows: 1) Organizing core courses with multi-
disciplinarily or teaching by multi-disciplinary teachers so that students can learn
integratingly. Courses should bring to understanding public policies, labour market
changing, economic, employment and skills. These courses are closely relating to
Knowledge - based economy 2) Organizing the program according to Ph.D. culture
which is “Active learning” not “Passive learning” : Both ieamers and instructors have to
read, analyze, critique in seminar atmosphere. Moreover, two to three instructors are
required to teach (facilitate) together in each subject. Learning aids, information banks, and
research center must be well provided for training research capabilities. Besides that
activities must be organized to facilitate academic excellent i.e., academic conference
should be held at least once in every semester since it is the heart of learing capability,
lifelong learning, leadership, problem-solving and efficient human relationship. Teachers
must be encouraged to strengthen teaching and research capabilities, and supervising, by
being co-researching with foreign experts. In order to provide and facilitate academic
activities differently from traditional style, with excellent outcomes, tuition fees must be
covered such activities, however in the case of unable to charge, Faculties and universities

must subsidized to cover the expense.
