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The objectives of this research were to study 1) work status of g¢raduates after
graduation 2) opinions of the graduates on five year program and opinions on instructor
attributes 3) graduates’ opinions and their employers on professional status. Sampling groups
consisted of 320 graduates and 320 employers. An instrument used for data collection was a
guestionnaire. Statistics utilized for data analysis were percentage (%), mean (X) and

standard deviation (SD).

The findings were as follows:

1. Graduate had a work 81.22 percent, work and continue to study 3.80 percent,
unemployment 9.16 percent. The types of work of graduates were state officials, state
enterprise, employees and private business. Their respective incomes were 8 8,000-10,000
Graduate be unemployed, because it does not work, waiting for response from the agency
and not looking for work.

2. The graduates had a high opinion on learning and teaching of faculty of
education In the aspect of curriculum (5(_: 3.95, SD=0.72) and teachers professional
qualifications (X = 4.09, SD= 0.77).

3. The graduates had a high opinion on their own professional qualifications. In the

aspect of curriculum (X - 4.02, SD= 0.69), learning and teaching (X - 4.08, SD= 0.67), the
teacher’s personality [)_(: 4.17, SD= 0.68), human relationship ()—(_: 4.22, SD= 0.67) and
other services (Y: 4.19, SD= 0.69). The employer had a high opinion on the graduates’
professional. In the aspect of curriculum (5(_ = 4.25, SD= 0.61), learning and teaching (Y =
4.12, SD= 0.67), the teacher’s personality (X = 4.42, SD= 0.65), human relationship (X =

4.37= SD= 0.59) and other services (Y = 4.32, SD= 0.62).
