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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the aggregations group of rubber agriculturist for stability of
occupation Baan Non-Pho, KhueangNai, UbonRatchathani Province were to 1) Study the
situation, body of knowledge, problems, barriers and factors to plant the rubber trees in
the community.

Also being supportive
to the agriculturists to go on the field trip to study and exchange the knowledge in order
to the establishment of agricultural cooperatives to be a starting point for the
agriculturist group of Ban Non Pho to established "Non Pho Confederate Agricultural
Community Enterprise ".
