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THE MAIN OBJECTIVE OF THE THESIS, CONVERSION TO CHRISTIANITY OF
LISU : A CASE STUDY OF BANPAATUNG, CHIANG RAI PROVINCE, WAS TO
INVESTIGATE SOCIO-ECONOMIC FACTORS INFLUENCING THE CONVERSION OF
LISU TO CHRISTIANITY. THE CONCEPTS AND THEORIES USED IN THIS RESEARCH
WERE ACCULTURATION, CULTURAL ECOLOGY, STRUCTURAL-FUNCTIONALISM
AND CULTURE CHANGE. FOR COLLECTING OF THE DATA, ANTHROPOLOGICAL
RESEARCH METHODOLOGIES SUCH AS PARTICIPANT OBSERVATION, KEY-
INFORMANT INTERVIEWS, ECOLOGICAL MAPPING, FIELD CENSUSES AND IN-
DEFTH INTERVIEWS WERE EMPLOYED.

THE FINDINGS OF THE RESEARCH HAVE DEMONSTRATED THAT FIVE
HYPOTHESES WERE ACCEPTED. IN CONCLUSION, FACTORS WHICH INFLUENCED
THE CONVERSION OF LISU TO CHRISTIANITY WERE ACCULTURATION,
MATERIALISM, ROLES OF MISSIONARY, EXPECTATION FOR EMPLCYMENT AND

INCREASED INCOME.
