This research was aimed to study and make comparative analysis of the
important legal issues of the act for establishing Thai public higher education
institutes, Thai public autonomous universities and foreign public autonomous
universities. It also aimed to propose the appropriate models of acts for the public
autonomous higher education institutes and for the public autonomous Rajabhat
Universities. The sample groups which were derived from purposive sampling
consisted of experts and high level executives of Rajabhat Institutes. The research
instruments included interview form, and questionnaire. Content analysis and
Krippendorff techniques were employed. The results obtained from Dendogram were
used to form the proposed models. That were assessed and examined by
connoisseurship.

The results of the research revealed the followings:

1. The important iegal issues compared are the operations of the public
universities, which still follow bureaucratic regulations, operate under maximal
government power as well as contain a large number of university council members.
On the contrary, the public autonomous universities apply self-originated regulations,
operate under tutelage control and have a smaller nmunber of university council
numbers.

2. The three models proposed for the public autonomous higher education
institutes  include : 1. public autonomous administrative organization, council In
form of juristic person regulate policy and targets of the umiversity, stipulate
qualifications, elect and draft the employment agreement of the chancellor. In this
model the chancellor coordinate directly with the university council. 2. The
administrative policy council, the council selects and nominates the chancellor and
cmpowered him to act alike a CEO. 3.Flexible, active and fully autonomous
government body except personnel activitics, which have to fullow a government
agency’s regulations.

3. The three proposed models for the public autonomous Rajabhat
Universities are similar to those of the public autonomous higher education institutes,
however these models emphasize on local development and local strength. Therefore,
the difference exists in principles or ideology, objectives, the composition of the
council and tutelage control.
