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This thesis focuses on the immigration policy of the Federal Republic of Germany
in a comparative framework between Helmut Kohl's and Gehard Schroder’s policies from
1990 -2001. This thesis is studied under the framework of “Linkage Politics® advocated
by James N. Rousenau. The hypothesis of this study is that economic factor is the

determinant of the two governments' policies toward immigration.

This study also found that apart from economic factor influencing changes in
immigration policy, political and social factors have soma important role in Germany's
immigration policy in the mentioned period. Germany is the main member of .the
European Union (EU) that wants to strengthen the development of thc EU's integration
policy of immigration. Therefore it emphasizes the priority of the European Union's
integration of harmonization in accordance with the immigration policy. Germany finally
decided to adapt its national immigration policy to the line of the EU's. At the same time,
fcr the social factor, it had considered the effects of such poiicy on a ot of non-white
foreigner who may face with xenophobia and violent reactions particule{rly from the right

wing and the Neo-Nazi.
