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The objective of this thesis is to study the role of H.R.H. Prince Wan
Waithayakon Krommun Naradhipbongsprabandh in Thai foreign affairs from the
beginning of World War ! to the earlv Cold War period. This thesis examines his
role in Thai diplomacy and foreign policy by analyzing how idiosyncratic factors
such as his personal background, his personality, and his world view shaped the
way he perceived and reacted to dynamic circumstances of Thailand both internal
and externzl.

The main finding of this thesis is that during the four decades of his long
diplomatic and political career, Prince wan confronted many ditficulties and
setbacks. However, his successful performance in ever changing environment of
Thai politics was due to his pragmatism, his realistic view about the nature of
political power and his nobless oblige.
