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The purposes of this study were to analyze the unit cost in 4 fields of operations and
perioperative nursing activities cost in 2 phase of cperations, operativeé department, Ranong
Hospital. Primary and secondary data were use in this study. Primary data was collected by
observation 17 operative nurses, gaving nursing cars o 44 operative patients during January 10
February, 2004. The secondary data was collectéd from financial and material department of Ranong
Hospital during October 1, 2002 to September 30, 2003. There were 3 sets of instruments used
including 1) the record relating to the analysis of unit cost 2) Perioperative nursing activitics
dictionary of operative department at Ranong Hospita! 3) the record relating to the analysis of
perioperative nursing activities cost. All instruments were tested for content validity and reliabitity.
The reliability of observation was .8.

The majbr findings were as follows:

1. The total cost of all operations was 11,767,807.55 Baht, the ratio of direct cost and
supporting cost was 92.84 : 7.16 percent. The ratio oi direct cust divided labour cost, material cost
and capital cost was 31.31: 34.30 : 27.23 percent.

2. Unit cost of operative department, ophthalmological surgery, orthopaedic surgery,
general surgery, and obstetric-gynaecological surgery was 6,309.26, 3,466.35, 2,499.75, and
2,047.07 Baht per case respectively.

3. Perioperative nursing activities cost of operative department, general surgery ,
obstetric-gynaecological surgery, orthopaedic surgery, and ophthalmological surgery was 763.78,
669.35, 648.52 and 535.77 Baht per case respectively.

4. Preoperative visit activity in obstetric-gynaecological surgery had the highest
preoperative nursing activities cost which was 45.34 Baht per case.

5. Circulating nursing activity in general surgery had the highest intraoperative nursing
activities cost which was 196.17 Baht p;er case.

6. Postoperative visit activity in obstetric-gynaecological surgery had the higﬁest

postoperative nursing activities cost which was 43.35 Baht per case.
