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This thesis focuses to study the problems concerning the control of Bio!ogic.a!
Weapons in Iraq as the prospects to develop the possible International Law concerning the
control of Biclogical Weapons in future.

After researching and anaiyzirg, in the case of Iraqg, International Law on control of
Biological Weapons were lack of effectiveness verification measures. So the United Nations
would play the important roles by establish the inspection measures and responsible organ to

conduct the weapons inspection to control and destroy the Biological Weapons in Iraq.
