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This research aims to study communication methods of the teachers and study
variables which are related to instructional communication for autistic students. Thig
research is qualitative, conducied by muitiple methodology : documentary reseaich,

Non-particinant observaticn and In-depth interview.

The findings of research are as tollow.

1.Communication methods between a teacher and autistic children ir a classroom
complies with each school's policy. Seating is adjusted to teaching forms and autistic children’s
behavior. From the study, it is found that teachers of autistic children posséss the following
qualifications: energetic, active, sensitive, patient, and good attitude. The teaching content is
focused on real social or existing situation rather than on texthooks, while education aics are real
objects which are tangible, predominant, colorful and Big. Self-learning and direct experience will
also be focused during the teaching. Components within the autistic children which affect how {c
choose teaching methods are symptom cf disorder, emotion and children's own characteristics. Itis
found that teachers choose the following teaching methods for each symptom of disorder: social
interaction disorder: teachers call names repeatedly to stimulate children's attention, and encourage
working in a group.; behavioral disorder, they use immediate feedback to stop undesirable action ,
such as touching, warning and punishment; meaning and language disorder, they say words for
children to follow and use a lot of body language, and imagination disorder, they insert imaginative
work in each assignment.

2 Factors influencing communication between teachers and autistic children are 1.) internal
variables within autistic children, 2) variables within a teacher, 3).the setting of classroom
atmosphere, 4.) a school's policy 5) variables within a group and 6) environmental or outside

classroom variables.
