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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to study management strategies of dimensional
components for sustainable Buddhism tourism in Kalasin province and to suggest the management
strategies of dimensional elements for sustainable Buddhism tourism. The data was collected
by interviewing thirty two key informants consisting of stakeholders relating to Buddhism tourism
management and people in Kalasin province. They were selected by the purposive random
sampling technique, and the data was collected by questionnaire from six hundred thirty tourists.
They were selected by the systematic random sampling technique. The data was analyzed
by a computer program. The study showed that the management for sustainable Buddhism
tourism in Kalasin province consisted of five components: 1) tourism resources management,
2) management of tourism facilities, 3) transportation management, 4) tourism business
management, and 5) tourism promotion affecting negatively sustainable Buddhism tourism.
The research results are able to develop management strategies of dimensional components for
sustainable Buddhism tourism, and Buddhism tourism routes in Kalasin province. Additionally,
the strategies are practical for designing management strategies of dimensional components for

sustainable Buddhism tourism.
