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This Thesis was conducted to study the feasibility of exporting natural rubber
from the southern part of Thailand to Japan and China via coastal shipping from

Songkhla Seaport through Laem Chabang Seaport.

The research focuses specifically on the exports of the 3 grade Ribbed
Smoked Sheet (RSS3) and 20-Standard Thai Rubber (STR20) using twenty-foot
containers. It examines the factors influencing the shippers’ decisions on route choices

and the obstacles encountered in each individual step of exporting procedures.

The result reveals that, due to various inherent problems the concemed shipping
route has not possessed sufficient comnetitive advantages to aiiract expcrted cargo
from the other routes being presently utilized. However, there are still possibilities for
improvements but the recent problems must be immediately and carefully resolved with
the great attention from all relevant organizations. The study findings would also provide
useful information for further efforts attempting to promote the coastal shipping to
efficiently accommodate domestic and international transportation in Thailand, which

would greatly benefit the nation economic development.
