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Mergers are not a harmful or bad practices in competition system unless such
mergers will result to monopoly power or unfair competition in the products and services
markets. Those practices results badly to any competitors, consumers. Due to mergers will
produces to be efficiency, economy of scale, production capacity, cost reduction, etc. in the
markets that it makes such merged business can compete with any competitors in the
markets. Then, Government and relevant authorities need to provide legal measures on

meger control for controlling abuse dominated exercising of competitors.

According to the present study, legal measures on merger control in Thailand are
not obvious for enforcemcnt. In the present, there are no any legal measures, legal criteria or
regulations for merger control. Thus the study suggests that the relevant authorities should
prescribe obviously such legal measures on merger control to prevent any participants in the

markets from monopoly power or unfair competition.
