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In present, the increase of delinquency problem is clearly evident, while the
Criminal Justice System in Thailand maintains flawed due to the lack of appropriate measures for the
effective rehabilitation of juvenile offenders and fails to deter them from re-committing crimes. The
thesis findings reveal that, in mary countries, the concept of Restorative Justice by Family Group
Conferencing has been applied. Under this concept, an offender is rehabilitated by a meeting cmong
himsclf, norsons close o him, his family members, victims, supporters of both sides and
representztives from the Justice Systemn in order to jointly seek for an exit from the problem and the
best solution thereof. By tuis process, a juvenile offender can accept respousibility for his act as his
family responsible for inflicting a penalty. Consequently, the said process may avoid juveniles from
being brought into any unrecessary criminal proceedings and at the same time provide vicims with
an onportunity fcr being remedied.

The thesis recommends that the introduction of Family Group Conferencing into
Thailand shouid ve directlv underlined by legal measur>s. Such legal measuies should be established
in order that the Familv Group Conferencing ~an be applied as a measure for diveruing the case of a
first misderneanor offence or negligent offence from criminai proceedings at any stage of the Justice
System. After the measure is taken, the proceedings of the case should deem promptly terminated. It
is on the purpoce that the child or juvenile is provided for both legzl and practical opportunity to turn

to become a good citizen and return back to society.
