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This thesis focuses on the economic intervention of state in Public law since, at present, the economic
system of Thailand is the combined one that recognize the freedom of private sector in commercial and industrial
undertaking and, at the same time, that it is necessary for state to have a vital role in economic intervention in order to
bring about the economic balance. This can be accomplished in the forms of the promotion and encouragement of
consistent economic growth, the appropriate measure for dealing with the potentiai economic problem, and the
intervention for reduction and prevention of social conflicts. However, if the economic intervention by state is
exceeding the Public law jurisdiction, such intervention may affect the freedoms and rights of individuals.

From the study of the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, from the first to the current one, it is understood
that the Constitution (B.E. 2540) has the provision that allows the state to do the economic intervention in the wider
scope than other Constitutions. This is provided in the last paragraph of Article 87 and the second paragraph of
Articte 50. These provisions reflect that no matter means that the state used to create the economic intervention is in
the scope of those provisions. The economic intervention by state can be done by the state itself or by other means
such as policy implementation, the support of economic undertaking by private sector, or the economic supervision.
The means under Public law for the economic intervention may be made in the forms of the Act or administrative act.

However, the economic interventinn is thc delimitation of freedom and right of individuals. Therefore, the
economic intervention should not onlv be undear the relevant provisions of the Constitution, but it should be under the
rule of law slso. The rule of law has the principle of the legitimacy of the Censtitution and the principle of the
legitimacy of the administrative act. The agency responsible for the economic intervention providing the best
guarantee of freedoms and rights of the individuals is the sunervision by the arbitration. In case where the eccnomic
intervention is macc in the forms of the enactment, the agency responsible for the supervision is the Constitutional
Court. On the other hand, if the economic intervention is made in the forms of the enactment, the agency responsible
for the supervision is the Administrative Court.

From the study of the Administrative Court's judgments regarding the economic intervention, it is found that
befcre miaking 2 judgmant, the Adininistrative Court will analyze the cause of intervention: whether or not it is
necessary or preportionate to do so. With respect to making the general decision of the Constitution Court, it is
considered merely whether such intervention is consistent with the relevant provisions of the Constitution. The writer
recommends that it is not necessary to give the consideration of the compliance to the provisions of the Constitution

only, but the compliance of other legal principles not to be stipulated in the Constitution also.
