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The purpose of this thesis is to study the meaning principles and reasons behind the continuous
trial of Thailand and foreign countries, by researching from various sources of documents such as
textbooks and articles, then analyzing problems and obstacles of the continuous trial in Thailand to find
the way to improve the laws.

One of the problems on the trial of the Thail court is that the trial is held without full quorum of the
judges and lacks of continuity. The trial is a piece-meal trial. Each hearing of the case takes once for 1-2
months approximately, causing the trial in one case lasts for years. The hearing of the judge is
discontinuous. One case to final may take many judges in average. The judge who now is in charge of the
case has to study files of the former judge, without undergoing through the manners of the witness in
testifying which is considered essential in hearing and weighting the evidenceé.

The changing from a piece-meal trial to continuous trial, including the changing in the systems
and the procedures in the court of first instance in many aspects, is to support the admittance of the
continuous trial which is a novelty in the procedures of Thai court. Itis also to let the judges in full quorum
carefuily go through-lhe hearing of witness and evidences from the beginning untit end of the case,
then they can be able to adjudicate by themselves. The same quorum of the judges in trial and
adjudication will make effective adjudication as it is the intention under the Constitutional Act B.E.2540
of Thai'and.  About the admittance of the continuous trial in the criminal case, the study found that,
in addition to the enforcement of the current laws and legal measures, the amendment of the those laws
and legal measures by adopting the procedures ard practices of the continuous trial in the criminal case
from abroad to apply to the procedures of continuous trial in the criminal case of the Thai court will

effectively achieve the objectives of the continuous trial in the criminal case.
