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The main purpose of this research is to study the potential of communities to tackle AIDS problem and
also the integrative process of communications for resolving AIDS problem in a community. The methodology of
this research is a qualitative research, employing in-depth interview, field observation, participatory action

-:process and evaluative methods. The community of Ban ViengKlang community in Muang District of Chiang Rai
province is the main area of study .

The study found that Ban ViengKlang community has potential to plan and run a campaign for resolving
AIDS problem iegarding 3 main factors as follows:

1. Strength and readiness of local leaders to help and support for resolving problem.

2. The intention of community's membérs to create a campaign process for tackling AIDS problem.

3. Good relationship among community's members that lead to right cooperation to resolve AIDS

problem. .

The studying of communications inside a community which relate to AIDS probiem resolution found that

most of its communication process is iqterpersonal communication among villagers. The conversations are both
- ‘iriformal talks among friends and the ‘caution,_ from adult to youth. Furthermore, the communication is also
‘broadcasting via Iocal'wiredk radio run by village's health care volunteers. The messages from those medium are
about AIDS- related news from local government health center and also from the maés media both from television
and radio. Howevér, information about AIDS from focal wired radio and television are less appearance.

For ihe integrative communication process to tackling AIDS problem in the community, the research -
found - that campaigns which members of community took part can resolve AIDS problem better thanr
organizations from outside community did alone. Since the members can better access their community, so the
knowledge and undérstanding building in the community are more proper and able to stimulate people to aware
of AIDS problem consistantly, toa. However. AIDS communication campaigns can not be sqccessful and fruitful

unless cooperation between outside organizations and members of community exists.
