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This Documentary Research was aimed at investigating the progression of knowledge
on “Diffusion of Innovations” by considering the areas of study , theoritical frameworks |,
research methodologies as well as major findings in 78 theses leading to the knowledge on
“Diffusion of Innovations” during 1981-2002 in Deveiopment Communication Programme from
4 graduate schools i Chulalong;korn University , Thammasart University , Dhurakitbundit
University an;i Kasetsart‘ University. The research instrument was coding sheets. Data analysis

was undertaken through quantitative and qualitative methods.

Results were cqncluded as following :

1) Theses were highly done in the following studied areas consisted of consequences
of innovation ,4diffusion of innovation process , receiver , corﬁmunication channels , source
(change agent) , and message (innovation) respegtively.

2) Diffus-ién of innovations theory was mostly used as a theoritical framework.

3) The survey research was highly chosen as a research methodology. Questionnaire
required as a major ‘research instrument. Most studied theses sampled from people in general
especially farmers and people in Ba’ngkok and employed p—fbpability sampling technique
especia_lly multi-stage sampling. in addition ,most of them employed inferential statistics to
analyse data.

4) The major findings sti!i supported Rogers' [_)iffusion of Innovatiqns’. A number of them
heavily emphasized the receiver's innovation-adoption behavior tzy focusing on the correlation
among the variables ,especially media consﬁmp-tion , knowledge . attitude and behavior

change.
