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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at developing a curriculum to enhance citizenship for Thai
Youth focus on responsibility. This study was conducted through research and
development methodology. There were four steps in curriculum developmént process.
Step 1 Studying basic information of the education for citizenship, service-learning,
curriculum development. Step 2 Constructing a curriculum and verifying curriculum with
the concurrence of the experts in education and curriculum. Step 3 Implementing the
curriculum with the sample group of 21 student form upper secondary school level,
studying in 2014 at Maechaem School, Maechaem District, Chiang Mai Province which
was selected by purposive sampling. Step 4 Evaluating the students’ and community
partners’ satisfactibn towards the curriculum. The results can.be summarized as follows.

1. The basic information for citizenship education was found that the
community like to make a community order, people in the community are good people,
community development needs to grow, 'the characteristics of a citizenship comprised 2
aspects; personal responsibility and responsibility to others. The five steps of service-
learning; the first is ‘investigation’, the second is ‘planning’, the third is ‘action’, the fourth

is ‘reflection’ and the last is ‘demonstration/celebration’. .



2. The curriculum to enhance citizenship for Thai Youth on responsibility
comprises of 8 elements, including rationale, objectiyes,‘ structure, activities types,
contents, learning process, Iearning materials andv learning resources, learning
assessment. The instruction was applied by using five stepsnbf the academic service-
learning. The curriculum and supplementary documents were appropriate at high level.

3. The implementation of the curriculum was found that; 3.1 students’
citizenship score was 4.07, higher than 3.50 which was criterion score and with statistical
significant at the level of .05, 3.2 qualitative data related to students’ change from the
self-refaction offer service learning could present the student's self-responsibility and
responsibility to other.

4. The satisfaction of students and community partners who participated in the
implementation was found that 4.1 students’ satisfaction to developed curriculum was at
the high level. 4.2 the community partners’ sétisfactiqn to developed curriculum was at
the high level, 4.3 the effect of qualitative data reflect to students’ satisfaction to

developed- curriculum at the positive thinking and feelings.
