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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to:

1) study general administrative problems of government basic education
secondary school under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office and 2) compare thé
general administrative problems of the schools perceived by school administrators,
general administrative officers, and teachers using general administrative services, all
were classified according to their different status.

The samples consisted of 454 administrators, general administrative officers,
and teachers using general administrative services of government basic education
secondary school under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office. The questionnaire
with 0.98 reliability was used to collect data which were analyzed by a ready made
computer program to calculate frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, T —
test and F — test.

The findings indicated that:

1) The government basic education secondary schools of the area mentioned
had general administrative problems in all at a moderate level. When considering each

aspect, it was found that the following four problems were also at a moderate level
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respectively from the highest: school building work, material duties, public relations,
office work, and the documentary work — the lowest.

2)  The general administrative officers and teachers using general
administrative services perceived the general administrative problems differently at
0.05 level of statistical significance.

3) The Administrators, general administrative officers, and teachers using
general administrative services as mentioned above with various levels of education
perceived the general administrative problems with no statistically significant
difference at the level of 0.05.

4) The personnel in the third item but with different work experience
perceived the general administrative problems with no statistically significant
difference at the level of 0.05.

5) The different sizes of the government basic education secondary schools

had general administrative problems differently at 0.05 level of statistical significance.
