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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the states and problems in the
administration of Phrapariyattidhamma School, General Education Section, Khon Kaen
Province in 4 aspects-academic administration, budgets, personnel, and general 2)
compare the states and problems of administration at Phrapariyattidhamma School
regarding  administrators, teachers, classified by position, educational level, and
experiences.

The one hundred and forty nine samples were 26 administrators and 123 teachers in
the Phrapariyattidhamma School, General Education Section, Khon Kaen Province of the
2004 academic year. The qustionnaires with reliability of .91 were divided into two parts,
check lists and five rating scales. The 149 copies of completed questionnaires were
retuned (100%). The ready made computer program was used to calculate the

percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and Scheffe'S method.

The findings were as follows:

1. The States and Problems in Administration at Phrapariyattidhamma School,
General Education Section, Khon Kaen Province in 4 aspects: academic administration,
budgets, personnel, and general were rated at a medium level.

2. Regarding the comparison on the states and problems of administration of
Phrapariyattidhamma School, it was found that there was no significant difference when

classified by position of administrators and teachers.
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3. In regard to the comparison on the states of administration of
Phrapariyattidhamma School, it was found that there was no significant difference when
classified by educational level of administrators and teachers.

For the problems of administration at Phrapariyattidhamma School, they were
significantly different at the level of .01 when classified by educational level of
administrators and teachers.

4. For the comparison on the states of administration at Phrapariyattidhamma
School, there was no significant difference, when classified by experiences of
administrators and teachers.

For the comparison on the problems in administration of Phrapariyattidhamma

School, they were significantly different at the level of .01.
