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This survey aims to study the association among knowledge , attitude , expectation , satisfaction and
democracy oriented behavior among 400 purposively selected youth aged between 14 - 18 years who
participated in democracy publicity programme. Self administered questionnaires were distributed immediatety
after training. Percentage , mean , t-test and pearson’s product moment correlation are statistical technique used
to do the analysis.

Finding :

1. There are more female than male respondents. The majority aged believe 16 ~ 17 years old ,
received vocational and upper secondary school education.

2. The youth's have moderate level of knowledge and attitude toward democracy political system , the
democracy oriented pratice is limited , while thair levels of expectation and satisfaction with the training were in
high level but the democratic behavior of sample were in low. |

3. Age, education and parents income are not significantly relatea with nowledge about democratic
political system while sex is significantly related to knowledge.

4. Sex. age, education and income are not significantly related with attitude toward democratic political
system.

5. Sex, age, education level and income are not significantly related with expectation and satisfaction
with training programme.

6. Age, education and income except sex are not related with democratic oriented behavior.

7. Knowledge obtained from training programme are not related with youth's democratic oriented
behavior.

8. Youth's attitude toward democratic political system are not significantly retated with democratic
oriented behavior.

9. Knowledge from training is not related with youth’s expectation with the training programme.

10.Knowledge from training is not related with youth's satisfaction with the programme.

11.Youth's attitude toward democratic political system is significantly related with youth's satisfaction.

12.Youth's attitude toward democratic political system is not

related significantly with youth's expectation.

13.Youth's expectation on democratic political system is related with youth's satisfaction in the programme.
