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This research was conducted as a Quasi Experimental Research. The purpose
of this research was to compare the nurse's satisfaction in the benefit of using
perioperative record at Pranangklao Hospital before and after used the perioperative
nursing record. The subjects were 30 professional nurses in the operative room,
anesthetist unit and surgical ward of Pranangklao Hospital. The study tool consisted of
thc perioperative nursing record, the handbook for using the perioperative nursing
record and the questionnaire of nurse's satisfaction in the benefit of using perioperative
record. All research instruments were developed by the researcher and tested for
content validity. Reliability of study the questionnaire was 0.91. Statistical variables used

in data analysis was the dependent t - test.

The major finding were as follows :
The nurse's satisfaction in the benefit of using perioperative record after using
perioperative nursing record was significant higher than before using perioperative

nursing record at the .05
