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The problem of Small Arms and Light Weapons affects people’s lives, physical welfare
and property. It impacts upon the security of countries at both the regional and global levels. Thus
there are many countries which wish to tackle this important problem, and this has led to laws,
measures and orientations in international law to address the issue at the regional and global levels.
Domestic laws are also needed to control such weapons, and these have existed for a long time as

part of the regulatory framework.

However, the many measures which exist to control Small Arms and Light Weapons face
many challenges of law enforcement, although at present, there are domestic ];IWS and regional
laws which address the issue. On the other hand, while there are some international rules at the
global level, enforcement and related measures are lacking in international law. This problem
relates to the loopholes concerning efficiency in law enforcement. In regard to Light Weapons,
there are some measures in international law to control them, but they cover the use of weapons in

armed conflicts rather than during peace.

After analyzing international law linked with the regional and global levels, we will see
the lack of effectiveness in law enforcement. The prospect of solving these problems depends on
the establishment of clear, transparent and effective law enforcement measures, in addition to
systems and mechanisms for more effectiveness of law enforcement monitoring at the global,

regional and national levels.
