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The object of this thesis aiming to study at the television information seeking of 265
Japanese residing in Thailand by different occupation and staying period inThailand. By
using quantity research method as a tool with questionnaire and analyze the data by SPSS

program on percentage.

The concluding results of this study found that the Japanese residing in Thailand
had many problem (obstacles) in language difficulty , especially in watching and seeking
the required information from Thai television stations. For Japanese residing in Thailand ,
Thai television stations cannot provide as much news and information that they required as
UBC and NHK stations. So they choose to watch these 2 stations rather than watching Thai

television stations.
