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The purpose of this cross-sectional descriptive study was to examine the
prevalence of depression and associated factors of 150 Chronic ambulatory Schizophrenic
patients of Somdet Chaopraya Institute of Psychiatry. The interview was used for demographic
data, Brief Psychiatric Rating Scale, Social Support Rating Scale, Life Stress Event Scale
while self reported questionnaires was used for The Zung Self-Rating Depression Scale.
The SPSS for Windows was used for descriptive and inferential Statistical analysis. Descriptive
statistics were presented as percentage, mean, standard deviation, while Inferential Statistics
were done for Chi-square test, t-test, One-way ANOVA, Pearson’s product moment correlation
coefficient. Stepwise multiple regression analysis was performed to determine for significant
predictive factors.

Tke result of this study was found that prevalence of depression was 36%.
Age and social support were negatively correlated to depression (p<.05 and p<.001 respectively).
On the other hands, life stress events was positively correlated to depression (p<.05).

In conclusion, lack of social support, young age and extrapyramidal side effects are significantly

factors in prediction of depression for these studied sample.
