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The objective of this study was to examine 6 aspects of everyday life - general
health, sexual health, sexual life, family life, social life, and career life - in 15
participants diagnosed with gender identity disorder and who had undergone sex
reassignment surgery at the Division of Plastic and Reconstruction Surgery, Department

of Surgery, King Chulalongkorn Memorial Hospital.

Adverse consequences were reported by six male transsexuals after surgery.
Cosmetic surgery is the main factor which obviously has an impact on their healith.
Three participants did not pay attention to neovagina post-operative care, resulting in a

narrow vagina. In addition, they still engaged in risky sexual behaviors. .

Participant sexual behaviors were categorized into 3 types: a) consistent sex
with multiple partners, b) occasional sex with multiple partners, and c) sex with a single
partner. Generally, sexual relationship does not last long. Regarding their family
refationship, ten were not well understood and accepted by their families. Some of those
with healthy family relationships prior to the surgery, continued to have good family

relationships after surgery.

Regarding participants’ social and career lives, the finding showed that the
participants still were not well understood and accepted by society despite having
undergone sex reassignment surgery. Also they encountered several obstacles in their
daily life. Moreover, sex reassignment surgery does not change legal sex status,so they

still had to face life's troubles. One participant felt regret after the surgery.
