The study in credit demand to support Credit Extension to Conserve Life and
Environment Project of The Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives was proceeded
in a city district and Maetha district, Lamphang province. Purposes of the study are (1) to study
about credit demand to support Credit Extension to Conserve Life and Environment Project, (2)
tc study knowledge and understanding of client of the bank for agriculture and agricultural
cooperatives according the project of credit extension to conserve life and environment, and (3) to
study problems and obstacles of the project of credit extension to conserve life and environment.

In this study, the sample consisted of 168 customers and questionnaires with interview
are used as data collection then SPSS/PCt as sociological analyzing program was used to
analyzed statistically data.

From the results of this study, it was found that the customers of the project of credit
extension to conserve life and environment consisted of 53.6% of male, average age of 44 years
with grade 4-6 education (64.3%) whose have 3-4 members in each family (56.5%) and 1-2
members are employed now (47.6%) another 1-2 members are unemployed (63.1%). For family
members who are working, they are 1-2 members who do agricultural job (77.4%) and 1-2
member who have a job besides agricultural field (56.5%). These people occupy land of 8 rai 1
ngaan 84 tarangwa for rice farming as major job. They earn average 94,079.28 bahts for yearly
income with yearly expenses of average 62,548.52 bahts. In a whole picture, the customers have
knowledge and understanding about principles and objectives of the project at a high level, and
they interest to conserve environment at a high level.

Concerning needs of project activities, mostly the customers want to make their own
fertilize. And want for a credit in Credit Extension to Conserve Life and Environment Project is
54.2%. Out of this 54.2%, they do not want a credit. There arec 45.1% customers who want a
credit between 20,000-40,000 bahts. The problems and obstacles for people who participated in
the project is lacking of skill. This problem is the most serious problem (21.3%) that cause the
study to be more difficult and have to spent a longer time. Towards solution from the point of
view of the customers, they suggested that ratio of interest of credit should be lower than normal
interest for some project that need highest investment (17.5%)).

There are factors affecting credit demand of the customers in Credit Extension to
Conserve Life and Environment Project with a statically significant at the 0.05 level. These
factors are understanding about principle and objectives of the project and frequency of their

visiting to the bank’s staff.

From the result of a research, it shows that we should give people who get invoived in
this project a proper form of knowledge and understanding about the principles and objectives of
the project. Besides, we should support activities that concern environmental conservation in term
of the collaboration of farmer or low interest project. And also we should provide farmers
knowledge and understanding in some agricultural skill such as making a fertilizer, make a

product from herbs and growing non-insecticide vegetable.
