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The objectives of this research were to examine farmers' perception of
implementation of the Agricultural Technology Service and Transferring Center, Pongyang
sub-district, Maerim district, Chiangmai province. The data were collected from 91 randomly
sampled farmers in nine villages, in Pongyang sub-district, Maerim district, Chiangmai
province. The statistics used were percéntage, frequency, arithmetic mean and standard
deviation.

It was found that the farmers were 40 years old on average, had completed a
primary level of education, and had average family income of 68,495 Baht / year (It was
noted that 79.13 percent of the farmers earned lower income than the average). They had
average land holding of 6 rai, average number of agricultural labour of 2 persons, and
54.95 percent of financial support for agricultural production was from the Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives (BAAC). The farmers contacted agricultural

extension agents once a week and received agricultural news twice a week.
The study also revealed that the farmers' perception of 3 dimensions of the center's
implementation was at a low level: the establishment of the center (x = 1.47), the

administration staff (x = 1.33), and roles, responsibilities and operation of the center (x = 1.38).
