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The objectives of this study were to investigate 1) economic and socio -
economic backgrounds of members of the Department of Agricultural Extension and
Credit Cooperative, Ltd.; 2) factors affecting their savings. The data were collected by
means of interview schedules from 388 samples of member having saving with the

Cooperative, and then analyzed with the use of Statistical Package for the Social

Sciences (SPSS/PC program)

The members were male, 68.60 percent, average age 45.43 years old,
married 84.00 percent, bechelor degree 71.60 percent, had an average of 3.76 family
members, and have been members for an average of 18.35 years old. Their average
income was 419,987.30 baht; average expenses, 216,6568.10 baht; average asset,
1,468,964 baht; average debts, 111,501.90 baht; average fixed saving, 363,058.30
baht; average saving, 90,432.02 baht; average special saving, 58,428.57 baht and

average share, 135,457.50 bath.

Age, family members, period of membership, income and asset affected
83.30 percent of their share. income, expenses, debts and asset affected 76.30 percent
of their fixed savings. Period of membership, income and debts affected 65.10 percent
of their loans. Period of membership, income and expenses affected 59.20 of their

special savings.
