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The objectives of this research were: 1) to examine personal, social and
economic characteristics of the people in Tungpong community; and 2) to study the effect of
tourism activities on the environment such as natural, social and cultural environment. All of
this information received from the household head. Data were analyzed by using the SPSS/PC’.

Results of the study showed that more than half respondent were male,
average age 43 years. Many of them finished high school, agriculture was first occupation and
merchant was second. Their average income was 94,321 baht per ycar. Their extra job,
provided food and drink. Most of tourists were forcigners and morc than fifty per cent of
respondent can not speak English language.

The results of the study showed that since there were the tourism activities
in Tungpong community, there was a decrease of the forest quantities and species of
wild animals but the quality of water was better than before. There was more rubbish but
there was not any change about the abundant of soil in the forest, quantities of ‘plants
and using public area. Most of there respondent indicated there was no changed for the
relationship in the family and community. There, were more various jobs, more social
problems and migration was not changed. Everybody in the community still respected the
older and senior people. The way of receiving external information or news was better.
They could earn more salary from the tourism activities, structure of house was stronger
and children had higher education. The way of cooking was not changed. The costume was
changed from traditional dress to new fashion. The arts manufacture, traditional ceremony and

the northern language were not changed.
