The main objectives of the research were to investigate: 1) the wastes
management methods ; 2) the various factors affecting the suitability of wastes management; and,
3) the problems and obstacles in waste management by households in Lamphun municipality.
Data was gathered from a sample group of 372 respondents from 15 communities in Lamphun
municipality including 6 groups of community leaders. Data collected was then analyzed using
the statistical package for social sciences (SPSS for Windows). Results, were as follow:

General information showed that majority of respondent were female with ages
ranging from 21 to 30 years old and had completed either upper secondary or collegiate level.
Most of them were still studying but earning an average monthly income of 5,000 baht. Each
houschold had an average of 3-4 members. Majority of the respondents had less than 2 kg daily
waste per household, consisting mostly of food, plant and fruit remains.

On wastes management, it was found that many of the respondents often and
correctly practiced collection, separation, disposal, reduction and recycling of wastes.

Results of the study indicated that factors related to the knowledge/ understanding
about wastes and awareness towards the waste problem, were found to have highly affected the
wastes management by the households. On the other hand, factors involving the receiving of
information about wastes situation and participation in wastes management, were shown to have
moderate influence towards wastes management.

Regarding the suitability of wastes management by households, results showed that
wastes were suitably managed in terms of their collection, separation, disposal, reduction and

recycling at a moderate level.

Regarding the relationship between factors that affect wastes management of
households, results indicated that factors involving the receiving of information on the situation
of wastes problem, the knowledge/understanding about wastes, participation in wastes
management and awareness towards wastes problem, were related to wastes management by
households in Lamphun municipality.

Further results also indicated the various problems encountered by the respondents
in relation to wastes management. These consisted of problems about receiving information about

wastes management, the less number of waste bins available and the insufficient number of
wastes collection trucks. Meanwhile, problems involving wastes management practices of the
Lamphun municipality included separation of wastes, storage and collection of wastes collection
fee from the households. In addition, factors affecting the wastes management of Lamphun
municipalit}; included problems about people’s participation in wastes management and about

operational budget.
