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This thesis investigates the relationships between the moral quotient
(MQ) and the emotional quotient (EQ) of selected high school students. In
addition, the researcher frames predictive equations governing the emotional
quotient levels of the students under study.

The research population consisted of 1,395 high school students
enrolled at Bang Kapi School, Bangkok Metropolis in the second semester of
the academic year 2010. A sample population of 325 students was selected by

the researcher through an application of the stratified random sampling

method.

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Used as instruments of research were a 60-item questionnaire used to
measure MQ and a 52-item questionnaire for measuring EQ. The
questionnaires contained four-level rating scales couched at the reliability
levels of 0.91 and 0.93, respectively. The respondents returned all copies of
the questionnaires distributed to them and so the response rate was 100
percent.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of frequency, mean, percentage and standard deviation.
In addition, the researcher deployed the technique of Pearson’s product
moment correlation coefficient and multiple regression analysis.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study exhibited MQ in an overall picture at a
moderately good level. The aspects of future orientation and self-control, self-
efficacy, achievement motivation, and ethical reasoning were at a moderately
good level. However, the aspects of mental health and attitudes toward moral
values were found to be at a very good level. The EQ levels of the students
under investigation were found to be at a normal level.

2. The six aspects of EQ measured—future orientation and self-control,
self-efficacy, achievement motivation, mental health, attitudes toward moral
values, and ethical reasoning—were found to be directly correlated with EQ
levels at the statistically significant level of .05.

3. MQ in the aspects of future orientation and self-control, achievement

motivation, attitudes toward moral values, self-efficacy, and ethical reasoning

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were determined to be mutually predictive of the EQ levels of the students at
57.20 percent and at the statistically significant level of .05 with a standard

error of prediction of 0.24. The predictive equations in the forms of raw

scores (Y ") and standard scores (Z°), respectively, are given as follows:
