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The ubjectives of this descriptive study were to determine factors affecting behavior on a
prevention and control of Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever among upper primary education
students in Bangchalong Subdistrict, Bang Phli District, Samut Prakan Province. Samples were 290
students obtained by simple random sampling. The questicnnaires constructed by researcher were used
for data collection. The data analysis was made by computer program. The relationship between the
variables and protective health behavior for Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever control among the upper
primary education students were analyzed for Percentage, Mean, Standard deviation, Chi-square and

Pearson’s Product Moment Conelation Coefficient.

The results were as follows:

1. Protective health behavior for Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever control among the upper
primary education students were at a moderate level.

2. The biosocial factors had no significant relationship with protective health behavior for
Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever control.

3. The Predisposing factors namely knowledge about Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever had
significant relationship with protective health behavior for Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever control at
.01 level. The attitude towards a prevention and control of Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever; perceived
susceptibility; perceived severity, perceived benefits; and perceived barriers on protective health
behavior for Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever had no significant relationship with protective health
behavior for Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever control.

4. The Enabling factors namely sufficiency of resources and the campaign experince had
significant relationship with protective health behavior for Dengue Haemorrhagic Fever control at
001 level.

5. The Reinforcing factors namely relatives ’s suggestion, perception of health staffs and
availability of information had significant relationship with protective health behavior for Dengue

Haemorrhagic Fever controt at .001 level.
