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The objectives of this research were to study the causes and factors which
lead to prostitution of female students in Bangkok, including decision-making
processes and living conditions of female students. Anthropological fiecldwork such as
participant observation and in-depth interview, were used in data collection from ten
female student prostitutes for one year. Also field notes and data arranging technique
were used along with 7 hypotheses to complete this research.

The research was based on 7 following hypotheses:
1. Families influence on being female-student prostitutes

2. Friends influence on being female-student prostitutes

3. Medias influence on being female-student prostitutes

4. Values influence on being female-student prostitutes

5. Income influences on being female-student prostitutes

6. Disappointment from affection influences on being female-student

prostitutes
7. Sex experiences influence on being female-student prostitutes

The hypothesis test results were in accordance with hypotheses number
1,2,4,5, and 7.
