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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were intended 1) to develop the Web-based
Instruction based on self-directed learning on Buddhist Ceremony for Grade seven
students at Buddhist Study Center of Changhai Temple, Pattani Province, 2) to study
the self-directed learning after studying with the Web-based instruction and 3) to
study the learning achievement after studying with the Web-based Instruction. The
sample consisted of 30 students at Buddhism Study Center of Changhai Temple,

Pattani Province.

The conclusions were as follows: 1) it was not significantly between pretest
and posttest of self-directed learning at .05 level and 2) it was significantly higher

learning achievement of the students in the posttest than in the pretest at .05 level
