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ABSTRACT

The purpose this study to 1) compare the Self-Concept of grade seven
students before and after the event to Neo-Humanism learning activities and learning
activities methods 2) compare the Continuing Motivation of grade seven students
before and after the event to Neo-Humanism learning activities and learning activities
methods 3) compare the Neo-Humanism learning activities and learning activities
methods on enhancing Self-Concept of grade seven students 4) compare the
Neo-Humanism learning activities and learning activities methods on enhancing
Continuing Motivation of grade seven students. Using two experimental groups
before and after the experimental (Pretest-Posttest Control Group Design), the
sample under study devised into 2 groups, experimental and a control group of 30
each, the experiment was in the second semester of 2558 Academic year in
Dechapattanayanukul School of Pattani Province. The tools used in the experiment
were the Learning Activities of Neo-Humanism and learning activities methods,
Self-Concept test with Reliability of .87 while Continuing Motivation test was .72.
Data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation and analysis of different Self-
Concept and Continuing Motivation as before and after treatment between the
experimental group and the control group. Sizing influence of variables that affect
the dependent variable (Effect Size) analysis rising (Gained Score) of Self-Concept
and Continuing Motivation between the experimental group and the control group.
Multivariate Analysis of Variance: MANOVA. The result indicated that after the
experiment the students who received the Neo-Humanism learning activities have
higher Self-Concept than those who received learning activities methods at the level
of significant .01 and the students who received the Neo-Humanism learning
activities have higher Continuing motivation difference than those who received

learning activities methods at the level significant .01
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
