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Abstract

The objective of this study is to carry out lesson learned and knowledge
transferring process of economy sufficiency to promote community economy in the lower
northern provinces. The qualitative methodology employed was participatory Action
Research (PAR) using knowledge management techniques with each type of six 6 model
communities which the knowledge had been transferred. The researcher studied the
lesson learned research in the three model economy sufficiency communities and the
learning exchange staging of the economy sufficiency communities showed that only
three communities were ready for knowledge transferring in community enterprise,
agriculture and tourism/ hospitality to learn lessons and transfer knowledge as well as
initiating the body of knowledge concerning economy sufficiency to promote community
economy. The result in lesson learned showed that the three model communities carried
out several activities concerning economy sufficiency by cooperating with governmental
organizations using the economy sufficiency philosophy as guidelines in their operations,
and focusing on people as the centre of development and empowering the community
by acknowledging each family with them economy sufficiency ideas and be able to
reduce the cost of living in the family, and change their behaviors so that the community
will be developed into a model economy sufficiency community at the province level. As
for knowledge transferring, it was found that the community which the knowledge had
been transferred, gained the knowledge and it was found out that the factors which make
the operation of economy sufficiency activities successful were that the leader and the
people in the community must have insight on economy sufficiency philosophy and lead
their lives according to economy sufficiency principles. After knowledge transferring
activities were done, the people in the community drew a community plan to lead their
lives according to the economy sufficiency principles in order to change their community
into an empowered and sustained community by together deciding on the activities to be
carried out and dividing the resources for carrying out the community activities so that
they would accomplish the expected goal — a model economy sufficiency community.
