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The research were to study the satisfaction of teachers and students to the
physical environmental development of Horwang School in 7 factors. There were
environmental atmosphere, a cafeteria, a meeting room, toilets, a library, school
cooperation, and study centers.

The sampling groups used in this survey study were 520 persons, 389
students and 131 teachers. Questionnaires were prepared and approved by experts
and had 0.96 reliability with Croubach’s Alpha Coeffience. The data were analyzed by

percentage, mean (5(-), standard deviation (S.D.) of sampling groups and t — test.
The results of the study were as follows :

1. The overall satisfaction levels of students and teachers to the 7 factors of
physical environmental development of Horwang School were high. Furthermore, when
we considered each individual factor, the satisfaction level result of every factor was
also high. The first factor with the high satisfaction level was the meeting room. The
second two factors were environmental atmosphere and library. The forth factor was
school cooperation, the fifth factor was the study centre, the sixth factor was cafeteria
and the last one was toilets.

2. In general, students and teachers had totally different satisfaction levels
with the significant level of 0.05, the students rated higher than those of the teachers.
When students and teachers considered each factor they had different satisfaction
levels with the significant level of 0.05 for 5 factors : the environment an atmosphere, a

cafeteria, a meeting room, school cooperation and study centers.
