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The objective of this research is to study finger knitting products from cotton yarn that

includes finding out right production patterns and sizes and developing product design.

The study has shown that there are 3 production patterns, which are one-finger, four-finger, and

five-finger knitting.

Randomly, 200 people were selected to test customer satisfaction. Most of them are female
with a bachelor degree, aged 30 and under. The largest occupation group is college or high school
students. The second large group is government or state enterprise officials who make between 5,001 to
over 10,000 baht per month. Customers are most satisfied with finger knitting product design (x = 3.82),
made with the finger (X’= 3.74). Customers are very satisfied with overall product features (x = 3.66),
product attractiveness (X = 3.64), and product neatness (x = 3.49), respectively. While most are

moderately satisfied with finger knitting products (x = 3.39).
