The aim of the research is to investigate the use of animal ethics and welfare curriculum to
improve attitudes toward animals and the awareness in animal ethics and welfare of Animal Science
students in six public universities. The tools used were and 4 attitude scalé surveys; Ethical Position
Questionnaire (EPQ), Animal Mental Survey (AMS), Attitude Towards Treatment of Animal
(ATT) and AttitudeATowards Animal Scale (AAS). Demographic information such as age, gender,
